Rationale
Conference & Study Visit:

The number of child abuse case is gradually increasing from 2003 to 2005, the total number of child abuse cases raised from 481 in 2003 to 763 in 2005 with a 58.6%. A recent prevalence studies suggest that spouse abuse cases could be much more common in Hong Kong than official case-notification figures suggest. The number of child exposed to domestic violence could be massive in Hong Kong, but now not much specified service is provided for those children. For several years, different countries have been developing various programs aimed at children victims. It would be a golden opportunity for our sector to learn experiences and knowledge on tackling this issue from other countries.
