Objective & Rationale
Social Enterprises are businesses to generate revenue in support for their social missions. These businesses can not only generate job opportunities for the vulnerable groups, but also help to meet community needs and fill service gaps.

Similar to the HK situation, the SE sector also starts to be developed in recent years in Singapore, particularly with strong support from the Government. For example, a ComCare Enterpre Fund was established in 2005 and administrated by Ministry of Community Development, Youth and Sports to support the start up and operation of SE. These SEs have a focus on improving economic and social well-being of marginalized groups.  
This study visit is therefore proposed to enable delegates to learn the Singapore’s experience. Besides social enterprises, visits to related Government departments and other employment assistance programmes will also be arranged.
