	1. Social Enterprise and Social Support Division, Ministry of Community Development, Youth and Sports
	MCYS has established the ComCare Enterprise Fund (CEF) (previously named as Social Enterprise Fund - ‘SEF’) to foster and support emerging social enterprises. SEF is a grant-based scheme to partner organizations seeking to start-up or scale-up social enterprises. Enterprises should have sustainable business models and relevant social causes which are driven by committed teams.

Their current services are TC Movers (removal services), TC Kopitiam (a drink stall), TC Projects (general cleaning service) and TC Media (multi-media and digital printing service). We also provide small scale renovation, lawn maintenance, recycling, and house painting. The profit of the TCE projects is donated to Teen Challenge (Singapore) in an attempt to move towards self-help and self-sufficiency and also to provide sustainable employment for our beneficiaries.

	5. Ikhlas Catering Services 
	Ikhlas is a social enterprise company owned by PERTAPIS (Islamic Theological Association of Singapore). Its primary role is to provide employment opportunities for the chronically unemployed such as ex-offenders, retrenched individuals with dependents and single mothers who do not possess any sound educational background and relevant working experience. At present 60% of Ikhlas workforce is made up of such individuals. 

Ikhlas will plough back profits earned to PERTAPIS – specifically to the Welfare Trust Fund (Tabung Amal Jariah). This fund provides monthly assistance in the form of food ration like rice, oil, sugar and biscuits to about 300 destitute in Singapore that are at the lowest rank of the social ladder.
