Rationale 
The theme of the proposed event is on employment and decent work.  It signifies that UN, as the inter-governmental organization, recognizes not just the importance of the quantitative sense of promoting employment (full employment), but also the quality of employment (decency of work) and is ready to assess the issue in the context of social development and identify actions for changes.  More importantly, this Session is an important event of “a series of two-year action-oriented cycle” that focuses on 3 core themes of the Copenhagen Submit for Social Development: Poverty Eradication, Employment, and Social Integration.  This is in line with what we are doing in Hong Kong. Delegates attending this Commission will gain more understanding of the global agenda on this area and what different countries will be doing in this endeavor in relation to poverty and social integration.  Problems such as working poor, decent pay and working conditions etc will be looked at.
