Event Information

Countries that have ratified or acceded to the Convention are legally bound to put its provisions into practice. They are also committed to submit national reports, at least every four years, on measures they have taken to comply with their treaty obligations. 
China's Report, including the reports of HKSAR, is going to be reviewed in the 36th Session. The Report can be downloaded from the following website: http://www.un.org/womenwatch/daw/cedaw/36sess.htm.  Government reports are usually reviewed in the first and second weeks of the CEDAW session.  Before the review of a country report, there will be an NGO Informal Meeting, which is usually held on a Monday.  During the week in which the Report is reviewed, NGO delegates will have opportunities to talk directly with individual members of the Committee and express their concerns on the implementation of CEDAW in Hong Kong.
