Scholarship for Year 1 University Studies

university admission offer to be submitted later);

5. Alocal student*** (e.g. holder of HKID Card (Permanent) or Permit
for Proceeding to Hong Kong and Macau (One-way Permit));

6. Aged 25 below (i.e. born on or after 1 September 2000); and

7. Proactively participating in community services.

Student applicants must be:

1. The first-generation university student from his/her family (i.e. his/her
grandparents and parents do not hold any degree from any
university) to study at one of the Hong Kong's universities?, and is
able to provide one of the following:

a. Arecommendation letter by the principal or teacher of his/her
